Sierra Leone faces Ebola setback with new case; 500 under quarantine after 1 victim died 
FREETOWN, Sierra Leone (AP) τ Authorities in Sierra Leone said Thursday they had quarantined 500 people 
after a man died from Ebola in an area where the deadly virus had been gone for months, in another setback 
for the fight against the disease. 
 
Hassan Abdul Sesay, a member of parliament from the region, said that the victim had contracted Ebola in the 
capital, Freetown, and then traveled to his home village to mark the end of the Muslim holy month of 
Ramadan. 
 
Boycott polio vaccine, say Kenya's Catholic bishops 
Kenya's Catholic bishops have urged a boycott of a polio vaccination programme over fears regarding its 
safety. 
 
The mass oral vaccination programme, run by the World Health Organisation and UNICEF, is due to begin on 
Saturday. However, the bishops have said that people should boycott the vaccine until its safety has been 
established by independent tests. 
 
It is the second time they have taken on the government over vaccination. The bishops mounted a campaign 
last autumn against a tetanus programme, citing fears that the drugs contained an ingredient that induced 
miscarriages and sterility, and were being used as a covert means of controlling the country's population. 
 
Polio, a highly infectious disease which can result in paralysis or death and affects mainly children under five, 
has been nearly eradicated after a world-wide effort over several decades and Africa is on the verge of being 
declared polio-free. However, the vaccination programme is necessary to control any recurrence of the 
disease and the bishops' opposition has been met with dismay by officials. 
 
The Malaria Epidemic in Northern Uganda, a Wakeup Call 
The Director General, Ministry of Health, on July 9, announced the presence of a malaria epidemic in 10 
districts of Northern Uganda.  
 
This came as a shock to many Ugandans having known malaria to be a relatively common illness, endemic in 
about 95% of the country and usually managed at the uncomplicated stage. 
 
It has been a while since malaria has taken front page news as having claimed lives especially that of adults, 
many of whom present with convulsions in the severe stage.  A case in point being Gulu that on Monday July 6  
reported 30 deaths.

World's population to hit 9.7 BILLION by 2050 as India becomes largest country 
The number of people on earth is set to reach almost 10 BILLION by 2050, experts have said. 
 
The United Nations have revealed that estimates suggest the world's population will be a staggering 9.7 billion 
and India will be the largest country. 
 
According to research, in just 35 years' time it is predicted there will be an extra 2.4 billion people thanks to 
high fertility rates in a number of developing countries. 
 
The UN predicts that the figure will rise to 11.2 billion by 2100. 
 
Between 2015 and 2050, half of the growth will be concentrated in India, Nigeria, Pakistan, Democratic 
Republic of the Congo, Ethiopia, United Republic of Tanzania, United States of America, Indonesia and 
Uganda. 
 
India will surpass China as the country with the greatest population around 2022, and Nigeria is predicted to 
have more people than the United States by 2050. 
 
The number of people living in 28 African countries is also expected to double, and by 2100 several 
countries will see a fivefold increase in their population. 
 
Angola, Burundi, Democratic Republic of Congo, Malawi, Mali, Niger, Somalia, Uganda, United Republic of 
Tanzania and Zambia are all expected to see their populations boom by at least a factor of five. 
 
Children under 15 years currently make up 41% of the population in Africa, while those aged between 15 and 
24 years account for a further 19%. 
 
MH370 Search: Reunion Island Scoured for Clues After Debris Washes Ashore 
An air, land and sea search was launched around an island in the Indian Ocean on Thursday following the 
discovery of an airplane fragment deemed to be a "major lead" in the hunt for missing Flight MH370. 
 
Beaches were being combed and boats were scouring the waters off Reunion Island as helicopters flew 
overhead the French territory, east of Madagascar off the southern tip of Africa. 
 
The barnacle-covered plane piece was found by a crew cleaning the coastline on Wednesday. 
 
Boeing investigators have looked at photos of the fragment and say that they believe it is from one of their 
777s, sources told NBC News. It appears to be a piece of a flap from a wing. There is only one such aircraft 
missing in the world right now τ Malaysia Airlines Flight MH370.

Hunting is banned in Kenya and Botswana, which depend heavily on income from tourists who flock to see 
wildlife on tours that often combine a sense of adventure with luxury lodging. Many more countries, including 
South Africa, Namibia and Tanzania, allow it, arguing that it benefits communities and funnels high-priced fees 
from hunters back into conservation. Opponents, however, warn that regulations are often poorly enforced or 
overlooked. 
 
Such suspicions are swirling in Zimbabwe, where a professional hunter, Theo Bronkhorst, was charged

As the world mourned Cecil the lion, five of Kenya's endangered elephants were slain 
NAIROBI, Kenya ς While the world mourned Cecil, the 13-year-old lion allegedly shot by an American hunter in 
Zimbabwe, an even more devastating poaching incident was quietly carried out in Kenya. 
 
Poachers killed five elephants in Tsavo West National Park on Monday night. The carcasses were recovered by 
rangers on Tuesday morning - what appeared to be an adult female and her four offspring, their tusks hacked 
off.

Χ.Kenyan investigators say the poachers crossed the border from neighboring Tanzania, slaughtered the 
elephants and then quickly returned to their base, making them difficult to track. Tsavo stretches along the 
border for more than 50 miles. 
 
Rangers heard gunshots ring out on Monday evening. They searched all night through the vast park and 
discovered the carnage the next morning. There was blood and loose skin where the tusks were cut off. 
Kenyan authorities say the poachers escaped on motorcycles, carrying their loot.

Chinese man admits smuggling rhino horns (Namibia) 
ONE of the Chinese men accused of trying to smuggle 14 
rhino horns out of Namibia in March last year admitted 
yesterday that he knew he was carrying controlled 
wildlife products in two suitcases which he was planning 
to take to China. 
 
The admission by Li Zhibing that he was aware of the 
contents of the suitcases in which police officers 
discovered 14 rhino horns and a leopard skin at Hosea 
Kutako International Airport on 24 March last year is 
contained in a plea explanation that was handed to 
Magistrate Alexis Diergaardt at the start of the trial of Li 
and three fellow Chinese citizens. 
 
With his co-accused denying guilt on all charges, Li told 
the magistrate through a Mandarin interpreter that he 
wanted to plead guilty to two counts of unlawful export 
of controlled wildlife products. State advocate Simba 
Nduna, who is conducting the prosecution of the four 

accused men, did not accept the plea offered by Li, though, with the result that Li and his co-accused will have 
to see through their trial together. 
 
Li (54), Li Xiaoliang (31), Pu Xuenin (49), and Wang Hui (40) are charged with two main counts of unlawful 
export of controlled wildlife products, alternatively unlawful dealing in or possession of controlled wildlife 
products, and a third main charge of acquiring the proceeds of unlawful activities, alternatively possessing or 
bringing into or taking out of Namibia the proceeds of unlawful activities.

Cameroon has shut down all mosques and Islamic centres in response to a wave of suicide attacks in the 
country's north. 
 
Cameroonian authorities have ordered all mosques and Islamic centers be shut in northern parts of the west 
African country, after an increase in suicide attacks.

70-year-old Aladji Haman from the Maroua central mosque was quoted by Los Angeles Times, citing an AP 
report. 
 
Announcing the decision on Sunday, the northern Cameroon temporarily closed its mosques and Islamic 
schools. 
 
In addition to the closures, young beggars were also ordered to vacate the streets as all recent suicide 
bombers were children.  
 
Gov. Midjiyawa Bakari said the new rules came in  response to two incidents in the past week, referring to 
two suicide attacks by two girls which resulted in killing 31 and wounding tens of people. 
 
Though no group claimed responsibility for the attacks, finders were pointed as militant group Boko Haram.

KAMPALA, Uganda (AP) τ Activists on Thursday 
urged Uganda's government to reverse a decision to 
open for oil drilling a wildlife park on Uganda's border 
with Congo, saying the move puts pressure on the 
region's fragile ecosystems.

This was after a memorandum of understanding was signed amongst the Office of the Prime 
Minister, the United Nations High Commission for Refugees (UNHCR) and Yunus Social Business to develop 
the livelihoods of refugees in the country. Speaking on the sidelines of the signing ceremony at Serena Hotel 
on Thursday, Apollo Kazungu the Commissioner for Refugees said Uganda will by the end of this year have 
over half a million refugees, meaning they have to be looked at beyond the humanitarian aspect and instead 
agents of development. "We currently have 460,000 refugees in Uganda. We have to prepare ourselves to 
host these people because of the dynamics in the Great Lakes region," Kazungu said.

US issues travel advisory for Burundi (17 May 2015) 
Washington - The United States issued a travel warning on Thursday for strife-torn Burundi, telling its citizens 
not to go there and urging those in the country to get out as soon as possible. 
 
Burundi's government survived a coup attempt this week that saw fierce fighting between rival army factions. 
 
It was the culmination of weeks of violent street protests against the president's bid to seek a third term in 
the poor east African country. 
 
In a statement, the US state department said Burundi was faced a "deteriorating security situation". 
 
It said it had ordered all non-emergency US government personnel and dependents of American staff to leave 
Burundi on Thursday. 
 
US warns airlines against flying over Somalia  (17 May 2015) 
A United States aviation safety agency has listed the Somali airspace as too dangerous to fly over, citing the 
threat posed by the armed group Al Shabab following the downing of MH17 by Ukrainian rebels fighting the 
government forces in Ukraine. 
 
The US Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has banned all US airlines from flying over Somalia deeming it 
too dangerous, an advisory rejected by many countries, among them Australia airlines.
